
Notes to the Finanical Statments
for the year ended March 31, 2005

1.     Legal status and nature of business
The company was incorporated on November 4, 1992. The company is listed on the Karachi, Islamabad
and Lahore Stock Exchanges and its principal activities are the assembly and progressive manufacture
and sale of Honda vehicles and spare parts.  The company commenced commercial production from July
1994.

2. Significant accounting policies
2.1 Basis of measurement

These financial statements have been prepared on the basis of ‘historical cost’ convention, except for
measurement of certain financial instruments at fair value and certain staff retirement benefits which
have been measured at present value.

2.2 Statement of compliance
These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with approved accounting standards
as applicable in Pakistan and the requirements of Companies Ordinance, 1984. Approved accounting
standards comprise of such International Accounting Standards as notified under the provisions of
the Companies Ordinance, 1984. Wherever, the requirements of the Companies Ordinance, 1984 or
directives issued by the Securities and Exchange Commission of Pakistan (SECP) differ with the
requirements of these standards, the requirements of the Companies Ordinance, 1984 or the
requirements of the said directives take precedence.

2.2.1 During the year, the SECP substituted the Fourth Schedule to the Companies Ordinance, 1984
which is effective from financial year ending on or after July 5, 2004. This has resulted in the
change in accounting policy pertaining to the recognition of dividends proposed subsequent
to the year end (note 8.1).

2.3 Staff retirement benefits
The main feature of the schemes operated by the company for its employees are as follows:

a) The company operates a funded gratuity scheme for all its employees. Under the scheme
gratuity is payable on the basis of last drawn basic salary at the following rates:

Service in the company Per completed year of service

0-4 years and 364 days Nil
5-9 years and 364 days 15 days
10  years or more 30 days

Monthly contributions are made to this fund on the basis of actuarial recommendation at
the rate of 6.1 percent per annum of basic salary. The actuarial valuation for the scheme
was carried out as at March 31, 2005.

The actual return on the plan assets during the year was Rs 0.79 million ( 2004: Rs 0.39
million). The actual return on plan assets represents the difference between the fair value
of plan assets at the beginning of the year and as at the end of the year after adjustments
for contributions made by the company as reduced by benefits paid during the year.
The future contribution rate of the plan includes allowances for deficit and surplus.
Projected Unit Credit Method, using the following significant assumptions, is used for
valuation of this scheme:
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Discount rate 8%
Expected increase in eligible pay 7%
Expected rate of return on plan assets 8%

The company's policy with regard to actuarial gains/losses is to follow minimum
recommended approach under IAS 19 (Revised 2000).

b) There is an approved contributory provident fund for all employees. Equal monthly
contributions are made by the company and the employees to the fund.

2.4 Taxation
Current
Provision of current tax is based on the taxable income for the year determined in accordance with
the prevailing law for taxation of income. The charge for current tax is calculated using prevailing
tax rates or tax rates expected to apply to the profit for the year if enacted. The charge for current
tax also includes adjustments, where considered necessary, to provision for tax made in previous
years arising from assessments framed during the year for such years.

Deferred
Deferred tax is accounted for using the balance sheet liability method in respect of all temporary
differences arising from differences between the carrying amount of assets and liabilities in the
financial statements and the corresponding tax bases used in the computation of the taxable profit.
Deferred tax liabilities are generally recognised for all taxable temporary differences and deferred
tax assets are recognised to the extent that it is probable that taxable profits will be available against
which the deductible temporary differences, unused tax losses and tax credits can be utilised.

Deferred tax is calculated at the rates that are expected to apply to the year when the differences
reverse based on tax rates that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the balance sheet date.
Deferred tax is charged or credited in the income statement, except in the case of items credited or
charged to equity in which case it is included in equity.

2.5 Fixed capital expenditure and depreciation / amortization
2.5.1 Property, plant and equipment

Property, plant and equipment except freehold land are stated at cost less accumulated
depreciation and any identified impairment loss. Freehold land is stated at cost less any identified
impairment loss.

Depreciation on all operating property, plant and equipment except freehold land is charged
to income applying the diminishing balance method whereby the cost of an asset is written off
over its estimated useful life.  Full year’s depreciation is charged on additions during the year
while no depreciation is charged on disposals or retirement of assets during the year. Impairment
loss or it's reversal, if any, is also charged to income. Where an impairment loss is recognised,
the depreciation charge is adjusted in the future periods to allocate the asset's revised carrying
amount over it's estimated useful life. Depreciation is being charged at the rates given in
note 10.1.

The profit or loss on disposal or retirement of an asset represented by the difference between
the sale proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset is recognised as an income or expense.
Maintenance and normal repairs are charged to income.  Major renewals and improvements
are capitalised.

2.5.2 Intangible assets
Intangible assets are stated at cost less accumulated amortization and any identified impairment
loss and represents the cost of software licences, technical drawings of certain components and
licences for the right to manufacture Honda vehicles in Pakistan.

Amortization is charged to income on the straight line method so as to write off the cost of an
asset over its estimated useful life. Amortization on additions is charged from the month in
which an asset is acquired or capitalised while no amortization is charged for the month in
which the asset is disposed off. Impairment loss or it's reversal, if any, is also charged to income.
Where an impairment loss is recognised, the amortization charge is adjusted in the future
periods to allocate the asset's revised carrying amount over it's estimated useful life. Amortization
is being charged at the rate given in note 11.

2.5.3 Capital work-in-progress
Capital work-in-progress is stated at cost less any identified impairment loss.

2.6 Stores and spares
Usable stores and spares are valued principally at moving average cost, while items considered
obsolete are carried at nil value.  Items in transit are valued at cost comprising invoice values and
other incidental charges thereon.

2.7 Stock in trade
Stock of raw materials, except for those in transit, work-in-process and finished goods are valued
principally at the lower of moving average cost and net realisable value.  Cost of raw materials and
spare parts purchased for resale comprises the invoice values plus other charges paid thereon.  Cost
of work-in-process and finished goods includes prime cost and appropriate portion of manufacturing
overheads.  Items in transit are stated at cost comprising invoice values and other incidental charges
paid thereon.

Net realisable value signifies the estimated selling prices in the ordinary course of business less costs
necessarily to be incurred in order to make the sale.

2.8 Long term investments
The investments made by the company are classified for the purpose of measurement into the
following categories:

a) Held to maturity
Investments with fixed maturity that the management has the intent and ability to hold to
maturity are classified as held to maturity and are initially measured at cost and at subsequent
reporting dates measured at amortised cost using the effective yield method.

b) Available for sale
Investments classified as available for sale are initially measured at cost, being the fair value
of consideration given. At subsequent reporting dates, these investments are remeasured at
fair value (quoted market price), unless fair value cannot be reliably measured. The investments
for which a quoted market price is not available, are measured at cost as it is not possible to
apply any other valuation methodology. Realised and unrealised gains and losses arising from
changes in fair value are included in the net profit or loss for the period in which they arise.

Investments intended to be held for less than twelve months from the balance sheet date are
included in current assets, all other investments are classified as long term. Management
determines the appropriate classification of it's investments at the time of the purchase and re-
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evaluates such designation on a regular basis.

All purchases and sales of investments are recognised on the trade date which is the date that
the company commits to purchase or sell the investment. Cost of purchase includes transaction
cost.

At each balance sheet date, the company reviews the carrying amounts of the investments to
assess whether there is any indication that such investments have suffered an impairment loss.
If any such indication exists, the recoverable amount is estimated in order to determine the
extent of the impairment loss, if any. Impairment losses are recognised as expense. Where an
impairment loss subsequently reverses, the carrying amount of the investment is increased to
the revised recoverable amount but limited to the extent of initial cost of the investment. A
reversal of the impairment loss is recognised in income.

2.9 Foreign currency transactions
All monetary assets and liabilities in foreign currencies are translated into rupees at exchange rates
prevailing at the balance sheet date. Transactions in foreign currencies are translated into rupees at
exchange rate prevailing at the date of transaction. All non-monetary items are translated into rupees
at exchange rates prevailing on the date of transaction or on the date when fair values are determined.

Exchange differences are included in income currently.

2.10 Revenue recognition
Sales of vehicles and spare parts are recognized on dispatch to the customers.

Return on deposits is accrued on a time proportion basis by reference to the principal outstanding
and the applicable rate of return.

Dividend income on equity investments is recognised as income when the right of receipt is established.

2.11 Borrowing costs
Mark up, interest, profit and other charges are charged to income.

2.12 Provisions
Provisions are recorded when the company has a present obligation as a result of past event, which
it is probable will result in an outflow of economic benefits and a reliable estimate can be made of
the amount of the obligation.

2.13 Derivative financial instruments
These are initially recorded at cost and are remeasured to fair value at subsequent reporting dates.

2.14 Financial instruments
Financial assets and financial liabilities are recognised when the company becomes a party to the
contractual provisions of the instrument. The particular measurement methods adopted are disclosed
in individual policy statements associated with each item.

a) Long term deposits
These are stated at cost which represents the fair value of consideration given.

b) Receivables
Receivables are measured at original invoice amount less an estimate made for doubtful
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receivable balances based on the review of all outstanding amounts at the year end. Bad debts
are written off when identified.

c) Creditors, accrued and other liabilities
Liabilities for trade and other amounts payable are measured at cost which is the fair value of
the consideration to be paid in  future for goods and services.

2.15 Cash and cash equivalents
Cash and cash equivalents are carried in the balance sheet at cost. For the purpose of cash flow
statement, cash and cash equivalents comprise cash in hand, demand deposits, other short term
highly liquid investments that are readily convertible to known amounts of cash and which are
subject to an insignificant risk of change in value and finances under mark up arrangements. In the
balance sheet, finances under mark up arrangements are included in current liabilities.

8.1 The company, effective from the current year, has not recognised the final dividend, proposed subsequent
to year end, as a liability to comply with the substituted Fourth Schedule to the Companies Ordinance,
1984 as referred to in note 2.2.1. Such a change in policy has been accounted for retrospectively and
comparative financial statements have been restated in accordance with the recommended benchmark
treatment of IAS-8, Net profit or loss for the period, fundamental errors and changes in accounting
policy. Had there been no change, the unappropriated profit and the current liabilities for the year
ended March 31, 2005 would have been lower and higher by Rs 94.50 million (2004: Rs 178.50 million)
respectively.

8.2 The Board of Directors have proposed a final dividend for the year ended March 31, 2005 of Rs 2.25
per share, amounting to Rs 94.50 million at their meeting held on May 05, 2005 for approval of the
members at the Annual General Meeting to be held on June 07, 2005. These financial statements do
not reflect this dividend payable, as explained in note 8.1.

9. Contingencies and commitments

9.1 Contingencies

(i) Claims against the company not acknowledged as debt by the company amount to Rs 9.79 million
(2004: Rs 9.79 million). As the management is confident that the matter would be settled in its
favour, consequently no provision has been made in these financial statements in respect of the
above mentioned disputed liabilities.

(ii) The company received notices from custom authorities for payment of custom duty and sales tax
in respect of certain components of Honda Cars imported during prior years. Custom authorities
interpreted that CBU rate of duty was applicable on such components and thus raised a demand
of Rs. 110 million. It included Rs. 96 million on account of custom duty and Rs. 14 million on
account of sales tax.

The company approached custom authorities on the grounds that the components specified in the
above mentioned notices included certain components which were duly appearing in the
indigenization program of the company for the relevant period. Hence CBU rate of duty was not
applicable on import of these components. Last year the company has made a provision of Rs. 42
million against the total demand of Rs. 110 million. As the management is confident that the matter
would be settled in its favour, consequently no provision for the balance amount has been made
in these financial statements in respect of the above mentioned notices.

The Board provides principles for overall risk management, as well as policies covering specific areas
like foreign exchange risk, interest rate risk and investing excessive liquidity.

33.2 Concentration of credit risk

Credit risk represents the accounting loss that would be recognised at the reporting date if counter
parties failed completely to perform as contracted. The company's credit risk is primarily attributable
to its balances at banks. The credit risk on liquid funds is limited because the counter parties are
banks with reasonably high credit ratings. Out of the total financial assets of Rs 6,487.84 million (2004:
Rs 3,584.08 million) the financial assets which are subject to credit risk amount to Rs 6,486.73 million
(2004: Rs 3,582.95 million).
